After starting his career at Waste Management, he joined SUEZ Group in
1997 where, during 21 years, he occupied a range of management positions. Lately, he
was General Manager of the Municipal services of SUEZ Recycling & Recovery France.

Bruno Charrade, 47, a graduate from ESTP Paris engineering school, has occupied a range
of management positions at Vinci, Bouygues and Veolia Transport (since 2000). He
successively held the positions of Head of Transport Network in Eastern France and
Director of Business Development in Asia. Then, for three years, he held the position of
Managing Director China, before being appointed Managing Director Latin America,
based in Chile. Since April 2018, he has been Deputy CEO International.
